set the stage with a theorefical appraisal of literature, while the Major Project propelled them
into the dynamic task of urban revitalization.

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The Semester | and |1 combined Basic Design Studio introduced students to the fundamentals of
architectural design through a structured and creative process, laying the foundation for future
design thinking. The studio aimed to develop essential design skills by exploring core principles
such as proportion, scale, spatial relationships, and visual composition. Students learned fo
compose and manipulate basic shapes and forms using techniques such as addition, subtraction,
division, and overlapping. The studio encouraged the abstraction of nafural objects info
architectural design forms, fostering both creafivity and spatial thinking. Special emphasis was
placed on understanding the visual character of spaces, light and shadow interplay, and the
relationship between solids and voids in a built environment. Through various modes of
two-dimensional and three-dimensional representation, including sketches, models, and digital
fools, students gained a comprehensive understanding of architectural design fundamentals. This
foundational studio experience set the stage for more advanced studies in architecture and
design.

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The Semester 11 Architecture Design Studio centered on designing a residence, providing students
with their first comprehensive experience in residential architectural design. Students were
infroduced to divergent approaches to spafial organization, focusing on the transformation of
conceptual ideas info functional, habitable spaces through a variety of design methods anc
iterative processes. Key considerations incdluded analysis of the site confext, integrafion of
anthropometric dafa, understanding climatic responsiveness, and developing coherent
function-space relationships while addressing the specific requirements and lifestyles of a client
family. Students were also expected fo study and incorporate relevant regional building
requlations, setback rules, and zoning codes into their design proposals. The project emphasized
the exploration of volumetric massing, visual balance, and spafial hierarchy through conceptual
block models, aiding students in refining their architectural sensibilities. A hands-on, proactive
learning environment was fostered, supported by continuous crifiques and mentorship from
design futors, ensuring the effective development of ifical thinking, creativity, and design
articulation.

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The Semester V design studio focused on creating a specialized school for 100 children with
autism, aiming to foster an environment that supports their educational and rehabilitative needs.
The project emphasized understanding the sensory and behavioral challenges faced by aufistic
children and infegrafing architectural elements to address these aspects. Key considerations
included designing sensory-sensitive learning spaces and rehabilitation centers that promote
functional performance. The design process involved analyzing strafegies to accommodate the
unique needs of autistic children, incorporafing their behavioral and social aspects info the
architectural framework. Classroom designs were a central focus, recognizing their significant
impact on the education of children with autism. The studio served as a platform fo communicate
and refine ideas, allowing for the accommodation of diverse strategies and experiences. Through
this project, students developed a deeper understanding of how architectural interventions can
enhance the learning and development of children with autism.

The Semester VI Architecture Design Studio guided students in logically conceiving architectural
inferventions with a pronounced emphasis on transitional thresholds, incidental spaces,
volumetric articulation, and the evolution of circulation networks. The principal design exercise
involved the conceptualization and detailed design of a School of Photography and Journalism in
Perinthalmanna, which prompted an in-depth investigation into the symbolic and functional
inferplay between architecture, visual media, and communication. A core objective was to
optimize passive design strategies, parficularly natural ventilation and daylight modulation, to
enhance the environmental performance of the campus. The studio placed equal importance on
the arficulation of formal academic environments and the creation of informal community spaces
that fostered interaction, cultivated a sense of community, and accommodated spontaneous
social encounters. Through a process-driven methodology, the studio pursued a holistic and
confextually responsive architectural narrative, synthesizing environmental stewardship,
experiential spafiality, and programmatic coherence to produce thoughtful, site-sensitive design
oufcomes.
